4. No horse may compete in more than one class.
5. PC Competitors wishing to wear spurs must possess a spurs note to be presented to the tack
 stewards on the day of the event. (B test holders exempt)
6. All PC members’ hats must be tagged.  All non-pc competitors must wear a protective hat to 
the standards as required by the pony club hat rule 2013.
7. Dogs must be kept on leads & no ponies/horses are allowed at the event unless competing.
