ROCHEBRUNE

Radaz -  04 50 58 94 44 

Situated at Cote 2000 and by far my favourite restaurant in Megève.  They are a friendly bunch who serve you, the food is consistently brilliant, and the lasagne is to die for - you can get a litre of local red for 16 euros - my choice. 
Forestiere - 04 50 21 12 95 

This lovely looking restaurant is situated at the bottom of the blue piste called Forestiere on the Rochebrune side of the mountain and on the way to the Alpette chair lift. It has the look and feel of a secluded alpine chalet.  The service is second to none and serves the best omelette in Megève.
Le Terrasse du Mas - 04 50 21 45 91

Often our afternoon meeting point for lessons. Based at the mid-station where the Rocharbois, Chamois and Caboche lifts meet. This restaurant is great for the family and has a cracking plat du jour, normally around 16 euros
La Caboche - 04 50 21 55 19 

Situated at the bottom of the nursery slope, below the Chamois lift.  Seems to be a little pricey for the food you’re served. 
Super Megeve - 04 50 21 22 05 

Based at the top of the Rochebrune cable car. It has a fantastic trendy barbecue set up for lunch. Great for top end steaks!! 
Alpette - 04 50 21 03 69 

This place is good for an expensive blow out, everything here is top end and prices to match. There is a fantastic open fire, great for hot drinks when it’s cold.
Javen d’En Haut - 04 50 91 92 66 

Situated at the bottom of the Le Petit Fontaine chairlift. If the snow is falling then book ahead, and again another good spot for a plat du jour.   A firm favourite in the summer, amazing views in the winter months.
Le Pre-Rosset  -04 50 93 58 84

Based right at the top of Les Lanchettes drag lift.   Expensive, but great regional classics with a view to match.  

MONT D’ARBOIS, ST GERVAIS and ST NICHOLAS

Ideal - 04 50 21 31 26 

This place is pricey but superb food.  The place to eat a smoking cote du beouf, definitely recommend booking ahead of time as it is consistently busy in winter.
Les Mandarines  - 04 50 21 31 27 

Situated just a little way down from the top of Mont d’Arbois where the Mont d’Arbois and La Princess cable cars meet.   Good food, more reasonably priced and a restaurant that is happy to take large bookings.
Le Rosay - 0609441042

Another one of our afternoon meeting points; based at the bottom of the Mont Joux chairlift. This is a self- service restaurant with good food and a snack kiosk in peak season, giving good options for families.
L’Espace de Mont Joux  - 04 50 58 99 67 

Situated at the top of the Mont Joux chair. L’Espace serves good food and is reasonably priced, with the plat du jour always a good option and a cracking onion soup. Amazing views of Mont Blanc are also on offer and if you’re still up the mountain at the end of the day for the last lifts, a vin chaud overlooking Megeve is a must.
La Raviere - 04 50 93 15 71 

A must for anyone looking for an “off the beaten track” experience. Based in the trees, on the way to Les Communailles on the blue run ‘Raviere’ there is a hidden left turn where the run flattens out (keep your eyes open for the sign post in the ground). Access and exit is not the easiest and I would suggest this is not one for beginner skiers. 

They have a delicious set menu, although the prices are creeping up. A favourite main of mine is the smoked pork shoulder, Loads of rosti and gallons red wine. Book in advance as they can only seat thirty people in the whole restaurant and enjoy the ski home afterwards!!
L’Alpage - 04 50 93 12 76 
Found at the bottom of Les Communailles.   This is another favourite of mine serving superb food with a smile. The snails always go down well here, and on Fridays they do a great Moule Marinere. Really nice carafe wine - try the white!!
Le Gouet - 04 50 93 20 97 

This little restaurant is situated just off from Le Gouet drag lift in St Nicholas, it is a reasonably priced restaurant that doesn’t get too busy. They seem to be proud of their special baked cheese dish with white wine and a fried egg. Love it!!
Chalet De Princesses -  04 5O 93 00 71

Based at the half-way station of La Princess gondola. Changed hands three years ago, this once mega eaterie, famous for its Princesse Burger. I have had mixed reviews in the last few months, but it seems the prices have dropped considerably and may actually be a good option again. 
Chez Ernestine - 04 50 54 41 99 

This one is near the L’Epaule two man chairlift, on the way to Le Croix de Christ piste.  It’s a family run joint  and serves a speciality hot drink named zante, which is hot apple, rum and spice - yummy. The food is classic Savoyard, served with love!
JAILLET

Auberge du Christomet - 04 50 21 11 34 

Traditionally our afternoon meet point on a Thursday. Excellent food, well presented and a stunning view of Mt Blanc on a clear day.  Bit pricey, great toilets – like a house!
Auberge Bonjournal - 04 50 21 11 34

This one is sat on the ridge skiing to or from La Giettaz.  It has fantastic views and a wood fire for those cold days. The food and service is good with a nice atmosphere.
