ADDITIONAL CLINICAL expertise:

My specialist interest is in Multiple Sclerosis and neuroinflammatory disorders. I run specialist Multiple Sclerosis clinics at the Queen Elizabeth Hospital Birmingham and I am responsible for initiation of disease modifying drugs. Queen Elizabeth Hospital is tertiary referral centre and covers population of about 4 million. In our centre we have around 900 patients on various disease modifying drugs. I am a member of several national Multiple Sclerosis advisory boards. I attend national and international Multiple Sclerosis meetings on a regular basis.
I have additional expertise in neurorehabiliation, head injury and neuro-ophtalmology. 
I am part of a stroke thrombolysis team at the Queen Elizabeth Hospital.

I regularly use Botulinum toxin for treatment of various type of dystonia and spasticity. I am planning to introduce botulinum toxin injections for patients with refractory migraine which I see in my general neurology clinics at the Good Hope Hospital.  
CAREER OBJECTIVES:

1) Service Development 

MS services Queen Elizabeth Hospital - I have organised MS disease modifying treatment clinic as a multidisciplinary clinic. Patients who come for an annual review of their disease modifying treatment can now be seen on the same day by physiotherapist, occupational therapist, dietician and speech and language therapist if required. 
I have initiated MS Relapse Management Clinic which now runs on a weekly basis.  With this service we identify the patients in need of disease modifying treatment and also those who are already on treatment and need treatment change. Patients who are referred with a possible relapse are seen within one week.
I have established Tysabri service and re-established Mitoxantrone service for patients with aggressive MS. 
I am submitting applications to Queen Elizabeth Hospital Drugs and Therapeutics Committee for use of new oral disease modifying drugs in MS (Fingolimod and Cladribine) which are due to be licensed in the next few months.

I have initiated Queen Elizabeth Hospital MS Specialist Team Web page which was launched in September 2010. The web page offers valuable information about services provided at the QEH, information for the patients about MS and related issues and will help to promote and raise a profile of our department. 
Neurology services Good Hope Hospital - I am planning to establish specialised neurology clinics at the Good Hope Hospital in MS, Parkinson’s disease and Epilepsy to be run together with specialist nurses.  
I have regular botulinum toxin injections sessions at the Good Hope Hospital.

2) Research

I am committed to developing research in multiple sclerosis at the Queen Elizabeth Hospital. I am interested in aggressive MS, secondary progressive MS, optic pathways inflammation and axonal regeneration.  
I have secured funding for our first MS Research Registrar who has started 3 year post on the 1st of September 2010.
Our MS Specialist Team is taking part in several multicentre clinical trials under my leadership.

I have re-established my research relationship with Professor A Logan, Professor M Berry and Dr A Zubair of the molecular biology group at Birmingham University, where I worked during my sabbatical in summer 2004 and 2005. The main research interest of the group is in CNS regeneration. 

I work on several MS related scientific papers; some of them will be published in the very near future.
