10. To receive an update on Coastal Erosion.  

· Cllr Harrison reported that he had attended a meeting of the Northern Parishes at Hemsby and there was concern that a large rift now existed between the Hemsby beach and the Winterton Valley although it was noted that the coastline was being monitored by the Environment Agency.  Major sediment shifts were also being investigated.

12. To receive an update from the Parish Council Surgery held last month.

13. Committee Reports

· Finance
· The following recommendations for purchases/payments were made and a Resolution to approve them has been made and carried under Item 9 above:

· Grass cutting account - purchase of lawnmower (£385);

· Playing Fields – contribution to seeding (£250);

· Admin A/C – 50% contribution to Norton antivirus software (£32.50)

Clerk – reimbursement of travelling costs estimated at £100 and reimbursement of use of office (£3 per week – total for year £150).  This will be claimed on a monthly basis in future.

Purchase of Software package (previously agreed - £385)

· Miscellaneous A/C – In Bloom second annual payment (£150)

· Section 137 payments.  Caister Lifeboat £100, Cancer Research £50, Vitalise £50 and Norfolk Accident & Rescue Service £50.

· Planning/Administration
· A letter had been sent to the Planning Dept re the road works on Black Street, a copy of which had been circulated.  This had been acknowledged and would be treated as a formal complaint.
· Queens Jubilee Celebrations.  It was noted that very little response had been received for volunteers to help with any celebrations that the village might hold and it was agreed that another request be put in the next newsletter.  A grant for £100 was available from GYBC which the Clerk would apply for.
· Amenities.  Nothing to report. 
· Personnel.  Nothing to report.
14. Councillor Feedback.

· Cllr Jones noted that 70 Warm Home packs had now been distributed.  

· Cllr Jones reported that the Methodist Church would be closed but that the clock and the war memorial would be retained.

· Empsons Loke – the curb at the school end had still not been dropped and the grass verges needed to be reinstated properly on Black Street. The Clerk would follow this up.

· Cllr Kay reported that the Winterton Lifeboat was now back in Winterton and gave thanks to Bam Nuttall who had arranged, and paid for, its transportation.
