13 residents were welcomed to the meeting and it was stated that the meeting was held in accordance with the Parish Council Standing Orders and Code of Conduct.  The Chairman announced that Mr Les Cox, previous Clerk of the Council, had passed away and wished to send, on the Council’s behalf, sincere condolences to his family.

1. To consider apologies:  

Apologies were received from Cllr Shiggins for the reasons stated.  Cllr Kay proposed a Motion that the apologies and reasons for absence be accepted and Cllr Simms seconded the proposal. After a unanimous vote from the Parish Council IT WAS RESOLVED THAT the Motion be carried.

2. Declarations of interest: Cllr Jones declared a personal interest in the Village Hall.    Cllr Kay declared a personal interest in the allotments.  
3. Public discussion:

· A resident sought clarification about the route of the proposed permissive footpath on Mill Road bend and it was confirmed that this would run from The Craft to the corner of Edward Road.  However it was noted by Cllr Weymouth that discussions were ongoing with the landowner.  The resident noted that previous minutes referring to the permissive footpath were, in fact, incorrect.

· Posts on corner of James Grey Close entrance to the dunes.  A resident noted that the Coastguard might wish to access the dunes from this point but would clarify this directly with the Parish Council. Other emergency vehicles could enter the dunes from a different point if necessary.  The resident noted that S34 of the Road Traffic Act prohibited mechanically propelled vehicles (except emergency vehicles) from driving on public footpaths and also that the right of vehicles to enter the dunes was extinguished in 2006. The resident therefore asked that the parish council did not pursue any request for the removal of these posts on safety grounds.

· Old Tea Rooms, Kings Road.  A resident raised concern about the erection of the gate leading to the passageway used by an elderly resident but it was confirmed that this gate did not need planning permission.  It was also noted that the gate had, in fact, been erected in agreement with the elderly resident.

· A resident asked for the road sign to be reinstated on the Holway where it joined Edward Road.  Cllr Weymouth to follow up.

4. To receive a report from the County/Borough Councillors
· The issue of parking on Ackland Close raised by Cllr Jones had been resolved.

· 3 new grit bins were being installed next week.

· The drains on Beach Road had been cleaned out to try and prevent flooding.  This would be kept under review.

· Gritter lorry drivers had reported problems getting down The Lane because of parking and it was suggested that they reroute down Kings Street although this had been refused in the past.

· Cllr Shrimplin gave some history on the Winterton Lifeboat.

· Cllr Shrimplin noted that the Council had received a grant for the construction of the Northern Distributor Road around Norwich; £10m had been used to purchase new fire engines; no fire stations or libraries were to be closed; no rate increases were planned for this year or the next two years.

5.  To receive a report from the PCSO: 
· The PCSO reported 4 crimes in the village since the last meeting: 1 criminal damage; 1 common assault; 1 public order offence and 1 drug offence.
6. To agree the minutes of the previous meeting:   
· Cllr Barlow proposed a Motion that the minutes of the meeting held on 15th December 2011 be confirmed as a true record of that meeting and this was seconded by Cllr Jones and unanimously agreed by Councillors.  IT WAS RESOLVED THAT the Motion be carried and the minutes were duly signed by the Chairman.

· Three areas of concern had been discussed, all concerning Empsons Loke and all of which were being dealt with.
13. Committee Reports

· Finance -  Cllr Sharples noted the following:

· A verbal quote for insurance from an alternative provider was considerably less than the £2,300 already quoted by Zurich.  Clerk to pursue.
· It was noted that almost all of the allotment money had been received.
· The list of donation requests would be circulated in February to include a £100 donation to Caister Lifeboat with respect to the death, and family wishes, of Mr Cox.

· Planning/Administration.
· Three planning applications had been discussed.
· Queens Jubilee Celebrations.  It was agreed that Cllr Shiggins would liaise with Hermanus to ascertain what celebrations they were planning.  It was also agreed to put an article in the Newsletter asking residents what they would like arranged for the Jubilee celebrations.
· Allotments – 9 allotment holders still to pay the rent for 2012.
· Playing field.  The sight screens had blown over in strong winds – the Cricket Club had been contacted.

· Highways – Parking had been a problem over the Christmas and New Year bank holiday and this was a separate agenda item.
· Grit bins would be installed on Sunday 22nd January and another article would be put in the newsletter asking for volunteers to spread the grit.

· Northern Parishes rescheduled meeting would be on 26th January.

· Amenities.  Nothing to report. The next meeting would be in February or March.

14. Councillor Feedback.

· It was noted that the rector’s last service would be 11th March.
15. Duffles Pond.  Cllr Harrison noted that an archaeological survey would have to be done but the cost of this would be covered by the proposed grant.  The costing process was ongoing.
16. Winterton Lifeboat.  It was noted that there had been offers of transportation and storage but there were still a number of issues needing to be resolved especially as to how the project might be financed.  Cllr Sharples noted that she would be visiting the area in February and would go and have a look at the boat and Cllr Kay would contact the Harbour Master to get another “stay of execution” until the end of February.  In the meantime, an article would be put in the newsletter to assess village interest as some interest had been shown at the meeting viz-a-viz possible financial donations.
17. Village Parking.  Cllr Blake noted that there had been comments in the guest book about problems with parking in the village and further that there had been illegal parking on the dunes.  PC Potter had been contacted and noted that he was willing to deploy additional officers to police the parking although Cllr Weymouth pointed out that civil parking enforcement now came under the auspice of the borough.  It was agreed to contact Highways to ask if the parking restriction on Beach Road could be extended to cover the whole year.  It was also suggested that bollards be erected on both sides of the Beach Road and that Natural England, who were meeting in March, were trying to get a grant for additional bollards.
