Five residents were welcomed to the meeting and it was stated that the meeting was held in accordance with the Parish Council Standing Orders and Code of Conduct.

1. To consider apologies:  Apologies were received from Cllr L Sharples due to vacation and accepted by the Council.
2. Declarations of interest: Cllrs Jones and Barlow declared a personal interest in the Village Hall.  Cllr Jones declared a personal interest in In Bloom.  Cllr Kay declared a personal interest in the allotments.
3. Public discussion:

· A resident requested a long handled litter picker so that she could pick up litter on the recreation ground.  It was agreed that this would be provided and the Council thanked her for offering to keep the recreation ground free of rubbish.

· A resident also noted that many volunteers help run events and committees in the village and a list should be made up to demonstrate that Winterton is already participating in the “Big Society” and sent to the PM and our local MP. 

· A resident made the following comments regarding the drainage works on Winmer Avenue: 

· The work should have commenced last summer and had it done so, there would have been enough money allocated to the project to do the whole of Winmer Avenue.  However, the resident believed that the work had been delayed so as not to interfere with the Village Green at that time.

· The resident believed that the full extent of the flood problem had not been made clear to the engineers but it was noted that this would have been the responsibility of Highways Department and not the Parish Council.  

· It was noted by Cllr Blake that the project had now been allocated £60k but this was only enough to do half way up Winmer Avenue. If this did not solve the problem then additional money would have to be applied for.

· The dog fouling problem was raised again and Cllr Blake reiterated that, based on firm evidence, offenders would be prosecuted and that no other action would be taken by the Parish Council.
4. To receive a report from the County/Borough Councillors:   

Cllr Weymouth had sent her apologies due to another commitment.  
5. To receive a report from the PCSO: The PCSO was not present but Cllr Blake reported 2 crimes, one of criminal damage to a car on Somerton Road and one of theft of heating oil on North Market Road.
6. To agree the minutes of the previous meeting:   The minutes were confirmed as a true record of the meeting held January 2011 and were duly signed by the Chairman.

7. To report matters arising from the previous minutes:
·         Page 6 Item 7.  Sewer flooding.  Cllr Barlow reported that she had attended a meeting at which there were 4 representatives from Anglian Water and 6 from parish councils.  Anglian Water highlighted the fact that much of the problem arose from inappropriate substances being put into the drains, e.g. fats, grease etc and that this would be communicated via the boroughs to the residents through literature, articles in local newsletters etc to highlight this problem.  Cllr Barlow noted that there would be maintenance schedules for pumping stations in the future.  Also, there would be closer cooperation between Anglia Water and borough planners when large scale developments, >10 houses, were proposed.

To receive a report and recommendations from the Finance Committee.  Cllr Barlow reported in Cllr Sharples’ absence.
· Renewal of insurance.  It was noted that Zurich was offering a discount to insure with them for 3 or 5 years giving a saving of £100 or £200 per annum.  It was agreed to insure for one year only in order to get a clearer picture viz-a-viz the potential opening up of the municipal insurance market in the future which could lead to lower premiums.
· It was recommended that the bus shelter cleaning continues even though there were no buses stopping there.

· All allotment money had been received

· Additional money might have to be spent on the changing rooms

· Policy on how budget is arrived it will be circulated.

10. To receive a report on Coastal Erosion: 
· Terry Byrne noted that the AGM had been of the Coastal Erosion Steering Group and not Coastwatch.

· The Pathfinder project had moved forward with home owners in Happisburgh being offered 40-50% of the value of their houses which had been affected by coastal erosion, particularly as a result of the policy of “non-intervention”.  It was noted that the organiser of this project was about to retire but would continue to act as advisor.

· It was noted that there would be active intervention in the future to prevent coastal erosion where homes would be affected.

11. To receive a report on the Village Hall:  
· Harold Jones sent his apologies and it was reported that he was retiring at the end of March and the Village Hall Committee would be looking for a new chairman. 

· Cllr Jones asked the Parish Council to seek permission from the landowner for a seat to be placed on Beach Road on the right hand side and the clerk was instructed to this effect.
12. To receive a report on the Parish Council surgery held last month:  Nothing to report since no parishioners had attended.  It was noted that the March surgery would be in the Church Rooms and not the Village Hall.

13. To receive an update from the Councillors on their responsibilities:

Cllr Barlow : Parish Church

· Cllr Barlow thanked Cllr Jones for obtaining a stuffed owl and this had been delivered to the Church Warden for erection.

Cllr Harrison : Environment

· It was hoped to hold a meeting in March to progress recycling and composting.
Cllr Jones : Elderly

· No cold calling notices had been distributed.  

· Staying Safe leaflets had also been distributed.  

· Cllr Jones had contacted PACT regarding chains on doors and 15 people had put their names on the list.  Cllr Jones to follow up.

Cllr Simms :  Highways.  Nothing to report.
Cllr Sharples : School.  
Cllr Blake :  Police/Playing field.  
· It was noted that there were still problems with the plumbing and that the water was turned off.

· Speedwatch equipment had been returned because it was required in another village.

· A letter from T Byrne, Governor of Winterton Primary School had been circulated proposing changes to the road lay-out outside the school to incorporate the creation of a lay-by and footpath which would necessitate moving and straightening the road.  It was thought that straightening the road would increase the speed of traffic and narrow the road.  It was also noted that a footpath would be created as a result of the Empsons Loke housing development and that the creation of a lay-by might encourage other parking which would, in itself, create more problems.  It was agreed that a letter of response be written to the School to incorporate the above points.  

Cllr Kay : Newsletter.  
· Another reminder about composting would be put in the next newsletter asking for volunteers.

Cllr Greenall : Allotments.

· A meeting of allotment holders had been held on Thursday 27th January and a letter had been circulated as a result of that meeting.  Cllr Blake requested that he meet with Cllr Greenall to discuss the points raised in the letter and report back at the next Parish Council meeting.  This was agreed.
14. Gritting and Grit Bins

· Cllrs Blake and Simms had met with the Head of Highways to discuss changing the gritting route.  It was stated that this could not be changed this year but he would put in a request to the County Council to have it changed next year but noted that he was not very hopeful of a positive response.  
· It was also noted that 3 out of 4 sites for grit bins would probably be approved but this would depend on finances for next year because the borough would be responsible for filling them.
15. Footpath on Craft

The request for a footpath from George Beck Road to Bulmer Lane had been rejected as had a shorter stretch from George Beck Road going around the bend because of limited need.  

16. Diamond Jubilee Beacons

It was noted that the Queen’s diamond jubilee was the 4 & 5 June 2012 and all parish councils in Great Yarmouth had been asked to support the beacon scheme.  It was agreed that the Planning and Administration Committee would follow this up.

17. New Councillor

It was agreed that an advert be placed in this month’s newsletter and on the notice board with a closing date of 26th March, applications to be sent to the clerk.
