7 residents were welcomed to the meeting and it was stated that the meeting was held in accordance with the Parish Council Standing Orders and Code of Conduct.

1. To consider apologies:  

Apologies were received from Cllrs Shiggins and Greenall for the reasons stated.  Cllr Jones proposed a Motion that the apologies and reasons for absence be accepted and Cllr Simms seconded the proposal. After a unanimous vote from the Parish Council IT WAS RESOLVED THAT the Motion be carried.

2. Declarations of interest: Cllrs Barlow and Jones declared a personal interest in the Village Hall.    Cllr Kay declared a personal interest in the allotments.  
3. Public discussion:

· A resident asked for clarification regarding the proposed permissive footpath on Mill Farm bend and it was confirmed that this was on the left hand side of the road leaving the village, and not on the right which was already a designated footpath.
· A resident noted that the new footpath and verge on Black Street had not been finished properly or left in a tidy state.  Clerk to follow up.

· The clerk was also asked to investigate, again, the possibility of yellow lines on Black Street on the opposite side to the school as cars parked on both sides of the road made it difficult for buses to enter the village.

· A resident noted that the bollards on the corner of James Grey Close at the entrance to the dunes were not visible at night and that cars reversed into them.  Also, access for emergency vehicles onto the dunes was effectively blocked.  Clerk to follow up.

· Thanks were proposed to the Gardening Club for the supply of the Christmas Tree and also to Mr Bowles for the electricity supply to the lights
· A resident noted that a dormer window had been installed in a property overlooking the Winterton Valley and it was confirmed by the Parish Council that it had not received a planning application from GYBC.  It was noted that a Planning Officer was scheduled to visit the property to check if planning consent was required.

Matters arising from previous public discussion:
· The clerk reported that Norfolk County Council had confirmed that the alleged bridleway noted at last month’s meeting was not on the official map and was therefore not a public right of way.  Furthermore, the “footpath” formed part of the owner’s property and the fence on the right hand side of the property marked the owner’s boundary.  Access to the property at the rear was only by virtue of a Licence granted by the owner.
4. To receive a report from the County/Borough Councillors
· Cllr Weymouth noted the following:

·   That Parish Councils did not receive amendments to planning applications and suggested that a request be added to all responses to GYBC Planning Department that the Parish Council wished to be notified of all amendments to applications.  Cllr Weymouth also agreed to take up this issue at a meeting she had scheduled with Borough Councillors.  It was also noted that the National Association of Local Councils had been notified of the problems experienced with receiving notification of amendments.
·   That a gully had been installed on Beach Road to try and prevent flooding and this would be kept under review by Highways.

·   That there could be a small amount of money given to Parish Council to spend on village projects and asked for suggestions on what it might be spent on.

5.  To receive a report from the PCSO: 

· The PCSO was not present but the Chairman had received a report noting that no crimes had been reported to the police since the last meeting.
6. To agree the minutes of the previous meeting:   
·  Cllr Barlow proposed a Motion that the minutes of the meeting held on 17th November 2011 be confirmed as a true record of that meeting and this was seconded by Cllr Simms and unanimously agreed by Councillors.  IT WAS RESOLVED THAT the Motion be carried and the minutes were duly signed by the Chairman.

7. To report matters arising from the previous minutes:
·  The Northern Parishes Forum had been cancelled and would be rescheduled.
·  UK Power Networks would be carrying out the work on the high voltage cable in February during half term week and the requisite closure notices would be put up beforehand to indicate the closure of the footpath between Black Street and Sprindrift.  It was also confirmed that there was no intention to erect traffic lights at the partially sighted crossing near the Church.
8. To consider planning Applications and review planning permissions: - 

Applications:

· 06/11/0751/F.  Air sourced heat pumps to be located externally to units 1-7 within their side and rear gardens.  Marram Court, North Market Road.  It was noted that, although each unit emitted a noise level of 48 decibels, the installation of 7 units only added 2-3 decibels per unit and did not represent an overall noise level of 7 x 48.  The Council had no objections to this application.
Decisions

· 06/11/0578/F.  Revised application to sub-divide garden to form single plot and construct one detached bungalow.  Sunny View, The Craft.  GYBC Approved.

10. To receive an update on Coastal Erosion.  
· Terry Byrne reported that there had been a meeting of the Dunes Liaison Committee last week and all current serving officers had agreed to stay on.

· It was noted that the Village Hall Xmas Fayre had raised £909 and Terry Byrne thanked everyone who had helped to raise this amount of money.
12. To receive an update from the Winterton Charity.

· Mrs Blake reported that the Charity had dispersed its entire budget to residents towards their winter fuel.

13. To receive an update from the Parish Council Surgery held last month.

· One area of concern had been raised but this has been covered elsewhere in these minutes.
14. Committee Reports

· Finance -  Cllr Sharples noted the following:

· Payment approvals as above.
· The Winterton Lifeboat had been discussed.
· The funding mentioned by Cllr Weymouth could be used to pay for the grit bins and/or improvements to Duffles Pond.

· Planning/Administration.
· One planning application had been discussed.
· A new list of Parish Council Surgeries had been issued.
· Neighbourhood Plan.  As no new draft templates were available for the local plan it was agreed to work with the Local Development Framework Plan agreed in 2001 which runs until 2021.
· Queens Jubilee Celebrations.  It was noted that Hermanus would be lighting a beacon but it was suggested that a note be put in the next newsletter asking residents for suggestions for this celebration.

· A notice board would soon be erected on the allotments.

· The water in the changing rooms had been turned off.
· Amenities.  Nothing to report.
· Personnel.  

The following policies had already been circulated:
· Data Protection and Information Security Policy.  Cllr Jones proposed a Motion that this policy be adopted by the Parish Council and this was seconded by Cllr Harrison and unanimously agreed by Councillors.  IT WAS RESOLVED THAT the Motion be carried.
· Freedom of Information Policy.  Cllr Sharples proposed a Motion that this policy be adopted by the Parish Council and this was seconded by Cllr Kay and unanimously agreed by Councillors.  IT WAS RESOLVED THAT the Motion be carried.
· Retention of Documents Policy.  Cllr Simms proposed a Motion that this policy be adopted by the Parish Council and this was seconded by Cllr Harrison and unanimously agreed by Councillors.  IT WAS RESOLVED THAT the Motion be carried.
15. Councillor Feedback. 

Councillors to report on any residents’ individual concerns/comments or any other item as required.
· It was reported that several street lights were out.  Clerk to report to NCC.  The Chairman requested that the Clerk be informed immediately of street light faults.
· It was noted that the Rector would be leaving in March 2012.
16. Duffles Pond.  Cllr Harrison reported that he had had a meeting with Mr Stocker at Duffles Pond to discuss the possibility of a grant being obtained to help improve the area for wildlife and to make it safer.  There was a possibility of 75% of the cost of these works being obtained from the Community Conservation Grant Scheme but that no funding would be received until March 2012.  It was agreed by the Parish Council that quotes should be obtained for this work and Cllr Sharples proposed her thanks on behalf of the Parish Council for the work that Cllr Harrison had done on this project.
17. Newsletter Advertising.  It was agreed that local companies only should be allowed to advertise in the newsletter and that this should be limited to one month at a time.  Also, no flyers would be accepted.
18. Winterton Lifeboat.  It was reported that the Parish Council had been contacted by the Harbour Master in Clwyd asking if there was any interest in the Edward Birkbeck, a Winterton lifeboat dating back to 1896, being returned to Winterton otherwise it would be sold. It was estimated that the cost of transportation would be approximately £3,000.  Cllr Kay agreed to look at the possibility of receiving funding for this and the Clerk would contact the Harbour Master to see if the boat could be left there until the end of January 2012.
