Ten residents were welcomed to the meeting and it was stated that the meeting is held in accordance with the Parish Council Standing Orders and Code of Conduct.

To consider apologies:  Apologies were received and accepted from Cllr Barlow.

Declarations of interest: Cllrs Jones declared a personal interest in the Village Hall. Cllr Kay declared a personal interest in Allotments.  Cllr Jones declared a personal interest in In Bloom.

Public discussion:

A resident asked for an update on the replacement of the vandalised goal post on the playing field.  GYBC have been contacted and they have no spare posts; vandal proof goal posts are very expensive.  However, changes in the football club may mean that the goal posts purchased for them a few years ago may be able to be used as a replacement.  The football club has been sent a letter and also contacted by email but no response to clarify the position has been received to date.

To receive a report from the County/Borough Councillors:   Cllr Weymouth was present and will be placing a brief report in the newsletter following the 17 meetings she has attended since May.  The playground equipment is being repainted, seats and matting also being repaired.  The hedges are also being cut back.  Residents of George Beck Road are being asked if they would like to be included in a “No Cold Calling” zone.  Leaflets on a home help service, a handyman service “Safe at home” and Living Longer are being distributed in the Village and also passed to Cllr Jones.  Details of the handyman service are being placed in the newsletter.

To receive a report from the PCSO: The PCSO Roger Bellward was unable to attend it was reported that there had been nine crimes in the village since last month.  2 burglaries both at High Barn Farm, 1 vehicle damage, 2 criminal damages, 3 thefts and 1 domestic.

To consider planning Applications and review planning permissions:

The Parish Council accounts for the year end 31 March 2010 were approved and signed by the Chairman, Internal Auditor Cllr Hodds and the Clerk.  They will now be sent off to the Audit Commission for their approval.

To receive a report and recommendations from the Finance Committee:

· Playing field – Quotes for new flooring in the toilets and referee room plus new urinals in the men’s toilet are being obtained and will be discussed at the next Finance meeting and recommendations can then be made to the full Parish Council.

· Replacement goal posts were discussed at length.

· Signage and disclaimers also being considered at the next Finance meeting for the playing field.

· The Cricket Club were asked to contact the Parish Clerk before anything is purchased for the playing field.

· The Methodist clock is still not working properly and another gentleman has been located who is looking at repairing the clock in the very near future.

10.6 To receive a report on Coastal Erosion:  Terry Byrne has attended public presentations on the Shoreline Management Plan (SMP) and gave a report on the SMP which has not changed significantly and does not include any social justice.  The SMP is often confused with the Pathfinder Project.   It was suggested that the SMP be rejected by the Parish Council and that County Cllr, Jim Shrimplin be contacted to endorse this view which was proposed by Cllr Blayney, seconded by Cllr Kay and unanimously agreed to this suggestion.   A representative from the Parish Council should attend the Coastal Group covering the area from Winterton to Hopton; it was resolved to approve this and Cllr Harrison will take this on.

To receive a report on the Village Hall:  Lease – it is now moving towards completion and the Parish Council was asked if the Chairman, Cllr Blake and Vice Chairman, Cllr Kay could sign the lease when it is ready; it was unanimously resolved to approve this.  The new showers are in and working, new windows and kitchen are to be put in within the next few weeks.

To receive a report on the Parish Council surgery held last month:  One resident attended and raised a concern about the weeds around the village.  This is being dealt with by the Clerk.

To receive an update from the Councillors on their responsibilities:

Cllr Blayney:  It was reported that there is now a ladies Cricket Team; details to be placed in the newsletter.

Cllr Harrison: 

· Environment – The Strategic Environment Assessment (SEA), which is a technical document and has 140 pages, it is recommended that  this should be rejected by the Parish Council on the grounds of social justice; it was resolved to reject this.  Residents should also complete forms – details of how to obtain the forms to be placed in the newsletter plus copies of the form will be put in the Post Office.

· The Parish Council had no objections to a resident putting herbs on the side of the path that leads down to the allotments.

· There are 42 Little Tern nests on the beach at Winterton and so far none have been reported at Great Yarmouth.

Cllr Hodds – Allotments.  A request for water to be supplied to the allotments; this has been looked into and would prove too expensive as the costs would have to be borne by the allotment holders.  A plot has become very overgrown and no reply has been received to a letter to the plot holder.  It was agred to send another letter stating that if the plot has not been worked on by the end of June it will, as in the agreement, be taken back and given to the next person on the waiting list. 

Cllr Jones – School – the summer fete will be coming up but no other contact has been made.

Lunch Club – enough money has been raised to take everyone out on a free trip and a subsidised lunch.

Cllr Sharples – Quality Status – the footpaths will be walked in July.  A speed watch session took place in The Craft recently.  No applications for the vacant Councillor position have been received although someone can now be co-opted on to the Parish Council.  The Clerk has contacted Zurich Insurance to confirm that a young person will be able to cut the grass on the village green following an advert in the newsletter.

Cllr Blake – Speed Watch – There will be a Norfolk speed watch day on the 20 July and the 54 teams across the county will be out.  

Highways will be completing an inspection and residents present were asked to advise the Clerk if they knew of any problems on the roads.  A concern was raised about the amount of sand on the new path in Beach Road; the Clerk has contacted GYB Services who will sweep the area.

Cllr Kay  - Nothing to report on the newsletter although a meeting will be held shortly to discuss a revamp.   Cllr Kay gave a detailed report following a Patient Forum meeting with members of the Coastal Villages surgery and representatives from other villages.

Gas supply to the village:

Following a request at a previous meeting to contact British Gas with a view to gas being supplied to the village; the Clerk has contacted British Gas who state that it may be too expensive to just supply Winterton with gas.  However, British Gas is going to contact adjacent villages to find out if they would like gas supplied as this may bring the cost down.  Updates will be given at the next meeting if received.

Sirens – this will be reviewed at the next meeting once more information has been obtained.

Cull of pigeons – a suggestion to give the pigeons food containing a birth control is being looked into by the Clerk who has contacted the GYBC Environmental Dept.  There is a problem with racing pigeons in Dune Court.   The majority of Councillors agreed, one abstained and one was opposed to this request.

Railings to be replaced at the bottom of the path to the allotments where it meets Low Road.  The Clerk had contacted NCC who stated that the railings are classed as an obstruction and the PCSO should be contacted if there is a problem with quad/motor bikes driving too fast out into Low Road.

Community Emergency plan – slight changes have been made and Cllr Blake signed the revised plan with the Councillors’ unanimous approval.

Item 11 – Letter from In Bloom which suggested that the Parish Council should agree to the In Bloom team contacting the Probation Service to clear the weeds in the village – The Councillors had no objections to this.

Item 12 – Letter has been received inviting a Councillor to attend the Marine Aggregate Regional Environmental Assessment for the Anglian Offshore Region.  Cllr Harrison will attend if he is available once the details have been confirmed.
