9 residents were welcomed to the meeting and it was stated that the meeting was held in accordance with the Parish Council Standing Orders and Code of Conduct.

1. To consider apologies:  
· Cllr K Harrison sent apologies for absence because of having to go to London.  Cllr Barlow proposed a Motion that the apologies and reasons for absence be accepted and Cllr Jones seconded the proposal. After a unanimous vote from the Parish Council IT WAS RESOLVED THAT the Motion be carried.
2. Declarations of interest: Cllrs Jones and Barlow declared a personal interest in the Village Hall.  Cllr Jones declared a personal interest in In Bloom.  Cllr Kay declared a personal interest in the allotments.
3. Public discussion:

· A resident noted that, with the continued success of the Winterton Cricket Team, there could potentially be a pressure on parking especially during home games.  It was noted that GYBC had previously refused permission for cars to be parked on the grass.  It was agreed that the issue would be discussed at the next meeting of the Amenities Committee on 30th June.

· A resident noted that the wall encircling Marine Crescent was falling down in places.  It was agreed that the owners of the properties in the Crescent should be contacted in this regard.

· A resident asked if 2 pathways connecting Back Road and Beach Road could be strimmed.  Clerk to follow up.

· A resident noted that the bushes and trees on the corner of Bulmer Lane were making it difficult for traffic coming from Black Street to see round the corner.  Clerk to follow up.

4. To receive a report from the County/Borough Councillors:   - None present
5. To receive a report from the PCSO: 
· PCSO Andy Rowland was welcomed to the meeting.  He reported one crime of domestic violence during the month with 17 calls for assistance.  He also noted that there had been a few issues at the playing fields and that he would pay special attention to that area during his visits to the village.

6. To agree the minutes of the previous meeting:   
· Cllr Barlow proposed a Motion that the minutes of the meeting held on 21st April 2011 be confirmed as a true record of that meeting and this was seconded by Cllr Simms and unanimously agreed by Councillors.  IT WAS RESOLVED THAT the Motion be carried and the minutes were duly signed by the Chairman.

7. To report matters arising from the previous minutes:
· Community Emergency Plan.  Cllr Barlow noted that a very disappointing response had been received following the request for new helpers but noted that 140 residents were involved in the plan.  The committee would meet on Monday next to decide on the revised plan production and once the revision was completed, contact would be made with Area Leaders/Deputies.
· Cllr Blake reported that, despite requesting a meeting with Tony Tungate, webmaster of the Winterton on Sea website, no response had been received.  The webmaster would therefore continue to be responsible for deletions from the website if appropriate.

To receive a report and recommendations from the Finance Committee.  
· It was noted by Cllr Sharples that the clerk’s costs were now apportioned across both the concurrent and precept functions.

· Cllr Sharples noted that a lot of money had been spent on the changing rooms and recently steel for the doors had been ordered to prevent break-ins.  

· The showers needed upgrading and this money, approximately £650, would have to come out of reserves.
· No NI was now payable on the clerk’s salary due to an increase in the NI lower limit.
10. To receive a report on Coastal Erosion:  Not present.
11. To receive a report on the Village Hall:  Nothing to report.
12. To receive an update from the Planning & Administration Committee:
· Provisional plans had been passed to the planning committee from the cricket club for a new pavilion.  These were discussed and it was decided that more information would be required regarding the layout and the position before any decision could be made.
· It was noted that there had been an applicant for the vacant Councillor position but it was agreed to go ahead with the advert for the newsletter following approval of the wording at the Council meeting.  
· The Member’s Register of Interest was discussed and no changes were considered necessary.

· GYBC would be approached for permission to site the compost bins on the recreation ground behind the changing rooms.

· An allotment plot had become available and this would be allocated shortly.

· It was agreed to contact GYBC Planning Department again to see if all the conditions had now been met for the Empsons Loke development.

· It was noted that, with the committee changes, Cllr Greenall would become a member of the planning committee.
13. To receive a report on the Parish Council surgery held last month, attended by Cllrs Sharples and Barlow:  
· 3 residents had attended.

· There were continued worries about dog fouling and speeding traffic along King Street.  It was agreed that more notices would be put up in the village asking people to clear up after their dogs.

· Light pollution.  A copy of a leaflet provided by a resident had already been circulated.  To clarify the situation with regard to possibly switching off street lights in the village, Cllr Shrimplin had previously reported that the GYBC would not agree to turning off street lights at this time. The resident offered to provide information to the Parish Council should this be considered in the future.

14. To receive an update from the Councillors on their responsibilities:

Cllr Jones : Elderly. Nothing to report
Cllr Simms :  Highways. Nothing to report
Cllr Sharples : School.  Nothing to report
Cllr Blake :  Police/Playing field.  
· Cllr Blake reported that all the showers in the changing rooms had been inspected and 4 needed new elements, plus some were leaking.  The cost of replacing the 4 showers so that they could be drained before the winter would be £665.70.  If only the heating elements were replaced this would cost £324.64.  Cllr Barlow proposed a motion that 4 new showers be installed and this was seconded by Cllr Greenall.  On a unanimous vote of the Parish Councillors present IT WAS RESOLVED THAT the motion be carried.
Cllr Kay : Newsletter.  
· A resident asked if the footpath between Bulmer Lane and George Beck Road could be cut back.  Clerk to follow up.

· Cllr Kay noted that the June newsletter would be very long because of extra minutes, annual report etc. and requested a 12 page newsletter at a cost of £133.  The was agreed by all present.
Cllr Greenall : Allotments.
· Cllr Greenall noted that there had been a problem with bonfires on the allotments and asked if a request could be put in the newsletter that allotment holders be more considerate when lighting bonfires.

· It was noted that the school allotment had become very overgrown and that some of the parents would be helping to clear it.
15. Personnel Committee Report
· Personnel Group:  The following policies were adopted at the AGM: Financial Regulations; Power of Wellbeing and Press and Media.
· The following policies had been amended and were with the clerk for typing: Disciplinary; Grievance and Health & Safety.

· Information was now available on Data Protection & Freedom of Information and these policies would be prepared shortly.

· Although the Press & Media policy had been signed off, Cllr Barlow felt that it was too restrictive and would revise this at the end of the year.

· It was still not clear what was happening with the Code of Conduct Committee.

16. New Councillor
· The wording of the ad for the new councillor position was approved and would be included in the June newsletter.  The closing date was the 16th June and anyone would be invited to apply even if they had applied previously.
