2 residents were welcomed to the meeting and it was stated that the meeting was held in accordance with the Parish Council Standing Orders and Code of Conduct.

1. To consider apologies:  

Cllrs D Jones and K Harrison sent apologies for absence for the reasons stated.  Cllr Barlow proposed a Motion that the apologies and reasons for absence be accepted and Cllr Kay seconded the proposal. After a unanimous vote from the Parish Council IT WAS RESOLVED THAT the Motion be carried.

2. Declarations of interest: Cllr Barlow declared a personal interest in the Village Hall.  Cllr Kay declared a personal interest in the allotments.  

3. Public discussion:

·   A resident commented on the refurbishment of the Ivan King sign and it was confirmed that a letter of thanks had been sent.
4. To receive a report from the County/Borough Councillors:  None present.  Apologies had been received from Cllrs Weymouth and Shrimplin.

5.  To receive a report from the PCSO: 

·   PCSO Rowland reported that 18 calls for assistance had been received in the month: 2 crimes (one criminal damage and one burglary); 3 Anti-social behaviour.

·    It was noted that the previously reported incidents of anti-social behaviour including use of abusive language were continuing and PCSO Rowland reiterated the need to report all occurrences to the police immediately.

6. To agree the minutes of the previous meeting:   
·    Cllr Barlow proposed a Motion that the minutes of the meeting held on 18th August 2011 be confirmed as a true record of that meeting and this was seconded by Cllr Sharples and unanimously agreed by Councillors.  IT WAS RESOLVED THAT the Motion be carried and the minutes were duly signed by the Chairman.

7. To report matters arising from the previous minutes:
·    There were no matters arising not covered on the Agenda.

8. To consider planning Applications and review planning permissions: - 

Applications:

06/11/0515/F.  Retrospective application for child’s play fort.  7 James Gray Close.  Cllr Blake noted that this application was the same as the last one and so the previous objections, i.e. structure was too tall (4 metres); one neighbour had objected, had already been sent to the Planning Department
06/11/0578/F.  Sunnyview, The Craft.  3rd application.  Cllr Blake noted that this revised application showed that the building had been moved away from the boundary and had increased in size.  It was noted that GYBC had previously rejected this application on the grounds that the development was unneighbourly and constituted subdivision of a garden.  The Parish Council agreed, once more, to object to this application on the previously stated grounds, i.e. that neighbouring properties would be overlooked; subdivision of garden and building in a garden; the development would not enhance or contribute anything to village.

10. To receive an update on Coastal Erosion.  Nothing to report.

11. To receive an update from the Village Hall Committee.  Nothing to report.

12. To receive an update from the Parish Council Surgery held last month.

·   The Surgery was attended by Cllrs Sharples and Harrison.  One resident had attended and a discussion had taken place about air sourced heat pumps and air pollution. 

13. Committee Reports

· Finance -  Cllr Sharples noted the following:

· Payment approvals as above
· A request for a new filing cabinet costing around £130 had been approved.  There were no objections from the Council.

· A request for new fencing at Duffles Pond costing around £100 had been approved.  There were no objections from the Council although it was noted that work would not commence until In Bloom had planted thorny bushes.
· The CiLCA training course for the clerk would amount to a total cost of £235 which included £100 bursary to which the Council would be entitled.  No objections were raised and it was agreed that the Clerk could apply for the bursary and register for the course.

· The Cricket Club had requested £579.80 for reseeding and loaming the cricket pitch.  It was agreed that, since the costs to date already exceeded more than 50% of the budget this request would be refused.  The Clerk was instructed to reply to this effect.

· Planning/Administration.  This was not held since no planning applications had been received in time for the meeting and there were no other urgent matters to discuss.

· Amenities.  As reported previously, the next meeting would be held on Thursday 29th September at 7.30 p.m. in the Village Hall.

· Personnel.  

· Cllr Barlow noted that CiLCA was one of four qualifications that the Clerk could obtain in relation to the position of  Clerk and noted that achievement of the CilCA qualification would enable the Council to apply both for Quality Status and the Power of Wellbeing.

· The next meeting of the Personnel Committee would discuss the final two policies to be completed and the Clerk’s performance appraisal since she had now been in post for one year.  There would also be a review of the interview questionnaires.

14. Councillor Feedback. 

Councillors to report on any residents’ individual concerns/comments or any other item as required.

· Cllr Barlow reported that she had attended the inaugural meeting of the Northern Parishes Committee where a discussion took place regarding the Localism Bill.  The meeting was well attended and the majority of the Parish Councils were represented.  It was noted that the meetings would be held quarterly, on the first Thursday of the month, and the next meeting would therefore be 1st December 2011.  It had been suggested at the meeting that Mr Warner be invited to attend to discuss how the Localism Bill would affect planning regulations.  Cllr Barlow suggested that members of the Planning & Administration Committee could attend the next meeting if Mr Warner agreed to attend.

· Cllr Greenall noted that produce had been stolen from the allotment and some glass panels used for a cloche had been smashed.  Cllr Blake stressed that incidents of theft and criminal damage must be reported to the police.

· Cllr Greenall agreed to check, in time for the next Amenities Committee meeting, whether the school wished to continue with its allotment since there was a long waiting list and the allotment appeared very neglected and overgrown.  

· Cllr Kay reported that a plumber from Great Yarmouth had asked to advertise in the newsletter and it was agreed that, since copy space was limited, she would decline this request.  It was noted that no advertising policy per se had been formulated for the newsletter and that this would be reviewed in December.   
· A resident had expressed concern about the height of the bungalow at Fishermans Return.  Cllr Blake noted that confirmation had been received from Mr Minns that the height was in compliance with the planning application.  It was also noted that Mr Chaney would visit the site to investigate the alleged cutting down of additional trees on the site when the planning application had only allowed for 2 trees to be removed.

· The issue of bonfires on the allotment was again raised and it was agreed that this would be addressed at the Amenities Committee meeting.
