Bletchley had a sudden drop in the run rate as they lost quick wickets in a short period. Three middle order batsmen not getting into double figures. Bletchley at this stage 150 for 6.

A Premnath and T Joraslafsky looked to score of every ball as they edged closer and closer to the target but running twos and threes didn’t do much for the batsmen in the scorching heat as Premnath was run out after making a quick 22 and Joraslafsky run out soon after. A well made 69 – Bletchley now 190 for 7.
Satchi played a short but mature innings at the end with the tail enders to take Bletchley onto 215 for 8.
