We have adopted the ECB/NSPCC child protection policy ‘Safe Hands – Welfare of Young People in Cricket’.





We have appointed a Child Protection Officer who has undertaken training in this important issue. All of our coaches have also attended courses related to Child Welfare.





We are a Focus Club and have achieved full Clubmark accreditation. This is a National Standard which shows that we maintain recognised systems of training and best practice.





Keeping your child safe is a parent’s first concern.  You can help us by listening to your child and bringing any concerns to our attention immediately.





We aim:





To actively undertake our responsibility to implement procedures which safeguard the well being of all young people at the Club and protect them from harm


To provide an environment for young people which ensures cricket is fun and where fair play is actively promoted at all times


To treat all young people equally with respect and dignity


To ensure that coaches and volunteers are appropriately recruited, fully aware of Child Protection issues and are suitably supervised and monitored by the Club


To challenge undesirable behaviour and language in an appropriate way


We will not tolerate bullying or harassment in any form





We need YOU:





To provide BTCC with information about your child. This will include details of date of birth, any special needs, medical conditions, medical needs, skill level and emergency contact details. This information is kept confidential and is shared only on a ‘need to know’ basis.


To listen to your child and make sure we are aware of any concerns they have about the Club. 


To inform us immediately if you have any concerns that your own child, or any other child, is being abused in any way whatsoever. You should contact the Child Protection Officer in the first instance.


To support the ‘Fair Play’ guidelines issued to all young people at the club at all times. These mostly apply to you too remember.
