Cricket - Cherwell League Division One: Bourton Vale v Bletchley Town
Saturday 24th July 2010
Bletchley Town made it three wins on the bounce in Cherwell League Division One, with an emphatic 109-run win against Bourton Vale on Saturday thanks in the main to Graham Simpson’s 88 and Mark Roberts first 5 wicket haul of the campaign to move within one point of their hosts in the league table.
Bletchley lost the toss and were asked to bat first on a pitch which was offering some lateral movement to the seamers. Unfortunately, this was enough for Ed Packard who snicked behind for just 5. Fellow opener Graham Simpson was joined by Tom Joraslafsky, and this pair mixed caution with aggression as they sought to see off the new ball threat of Ryan Newhook who had picked up 5 wickets in the corresponding fixture earlier in the season.

Bletchley’s progress was ticking along nicely, and both batsmen brought up their half centuries in a stand of 126 before Joraslafsky was harshly adjudged LBW for a superb 53. Simpson was edging closer to a deserved century until he fell for 88 in what was a fantastic innings, setting up the platform for Bletchley’s middle-order hitters to go and enjoy themselves.

However, Bletchley lost a few wickets in pursuit of quick runs as Kris Hollis and Dave Warwick perished cheaply. Amir Hussain made a bright and breezy 22 in his return to action before he was bowled by Graham Newhook. When Mark Grass holed out for 6, Bletchley’s innings was in danger of running out of steam at 199-7. 

James Clark (29 not out) and James Ward (14 not out) put on 41 in the last 5 overs to push Bletchley to their largest total of the season of 240-7 in what felt like a good score in the conditions. For Bourton, Graham Newhook took 3-40 whilst his brother Ryan went for 101 in his 20 overs as Bletchley’s batsmen played with confidence.
Bletchley knew that early wickets would give them every chance of victory, and the opening pair of Mark Roberts and Ed Packard combined to give Bletchley a perfect start. First, Packard nipped one back a long way to bowl the dangerous Jamie Noble for a duck in an unplayable delivery.

Then, with the score on 19, the home side lost Kingsley Went who was caught behind for 15 before Charlie Garrett was clean bowled first ball by Roberts in a devastating opening salvo. In the next over, Packard snicked off Zimbabwean test player Neil Ferreira, caught behind by James Ward. Bourton were in all sorts of trouble at 26-4 and Bletchley knew they had a great chance of victory.

Roberts dismissed Walton for 4 to leave Bourton on 46-5, but Graham Newhook was not about to give up and he led the Bourton resistance, playing some attacking shots to give the home side hope. 

Tom Joraslafsky was introduced into the attack, and with his very first ball, Ryan Hill (18) had a massive swipe and missed, and he was bowled. A little later, Wasim Fayyaz, who had begun with his usual control, ended Graham Newhook’s innings for 61 as he edged to Ward to effectively end any hopes Bourton had of victory. Fayyaz then dismissed Ryan Newhook LBW before Roberts was re-introduced to the attack.
Roberts then bowled Collett before last man Jarvis tentatively fended a bouncer to short leg where Packard completed the catch. Bourton Vale were all out for 131, and Bletchley had won by a handsome 109 runs. Roberts was the pick of the bowlers taking 5-43, whilst Wasim Fayyaz 2-8 and Ed Packard 2-52 impressed once again.

Bletchley travel to runaway leaders Horspath next Saturday hoping to be the first side to beat them this season in what should be an exciting clash.
