2.  All members are required to arrive 30 mins prior to the start of the session to assist with the setting up of the mats. Parents are requested to help with the equipment.

3.  No member is to leave until all the equipment is away.
4.  Members are not permitted to train at any other club or venue without specific permission from the Head Coach.
5.  Parental viewing is permitted from the balcony above the sportshall.
6.  Team members are expected to stay in their classes and not leave the gym unless gaining permission from their coach.
7.  Team members will be expected to support and encourage one another and to treat each other with respect. Petty feuds and squabbles will be taken seriously and will not be tolerated.
8.  Before leaving the gym you will be required to present to the coach/coaches who you have trained with.
9.  Fees

All fees are payable monthly by standing order on the 1st of each month. There will be no refunds for absence.

10.  Missed lessons

 All  team members fees are worked out on a pro-rata basis, with a considerable built-in discount, to allow for all holidays and missed lessons.
